· H.R. 2679, New York Fair Fishing Act of 2003 – Amend the Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act to make New York a member of the New England Fishery Management Council.
· H.R. 2720, Great Lakes Restoration Financing Act of 2003  - Appropriate money for the restoration of the Great Lakes.
